The meeting was opened by the Deputy Chairman, Cllr Stallard at 7.30pm, who asked for nominations for Chairman

ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN
Cllr Stallard nominated Cllr Stanley, this was seconded by Cllr Rushton.  It was PC/13/1617 RESOLVED to accept Cllr Stanley as Chairman.
Cllr Stanley the newly elected Chairman confirmed that Cllr Stallard is staying on as Deputy Chairman, and duly thanked fellow Cllrs for their support of Cllr Stanley becoming Chairman.

PUBLIC SESSION
Cllr Stanley suspended Standing Orders.
Mr Edwards asked the Council why he hadn’t been paid in the expected timeframe that was in the quote for the works for the playing fields; and also when would he be paid.

The Clerk was asked why payment hadn’t been made, the Clerk had not received any invoice for the works until 8th August 2016, which meant that payments could not be made in the interim until the next Council meeting (16th August 2016).
It was proposed by Cllr Rushton for the Finance agenda item (19 A.5) dealing with payment for Mr Edwards be brought forward, to expedite matters for Mr Edwards, and to also apologise to Mr Edwards for any unforeseen problem with the payment timeframe.  This was seconded by Cllr Hill.  It was PC/14/1617 RESOLVED to bring the item 19 A.5 forward and confirm payment and to apologise for any misunderstanding.

Cllr Stanley adopted Standing Orders.

6 APPROVAL OF MINUTES
It was proposed by Cllr Stanley to accept the minutes of Full Council held on 19th JULY 2016; this was seconded by Cllr Stallard.  It was PC/15/1617 RESOLVED to accept the minutes as a true record thereof.


       7    MATTERS arising from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda
Cllr Stanley asked the Clerk about progress on the installation of the phone line/broadband.  The Clerk will get onto this with a matter of urgency.
8 PLANNING 
(A) 16/03394/TCA – Old Castle Moat, Lawn Lane, Cheswardine

It was proposed to pass No Comment, but to make aware of the electricity lines going through the property.

9 TO RECORD cpc THANKS FOR FORMER CHAIRMAN hOWARD BERRY
It was accepted and decided to send a letter to the former Chairman, Mr H Berry, for his work and endeavours to Cheswardine Parish Council.
10 REPLACEMENT OF GROUNDSMAN
Cllr Faulkner informed Council there that are 4 applicants, 3 from Market Drayton and 1 from the village.

Cllr Stanley asked about the applicant’s availability for interview. The date for interviews is being considered for w/c 22nd August 2016. The interview panel is made up of Cllrs Faulkner, Stallard and Stanley.
Cllr Faulkner confirmed he will email the Council for the finalised dates for interviews to be held.

       11 TO DISCUSS THE WORKS & INSPECTION REPORT ON THE PLAYING FIELD
Cllr Stanley explained that the fence is of sound construction and the gap for the mesh will need to be looked for possible alteration.

The Clerk explained the situation relating to the recent report and the pictures of the mesh on the fencing being sent to Play Inspection for their attention and opinion on this matter of the mesh.  The Clerk is awaiting their response.
The departing groundsman, as informed by Cllr Stanley, had attended a safety matrix training course, to help assess safety issues during his work.  This training course will need to be undertaken by the new incoming groundsman.
The Clerk was asked to construct a safety/inspection checklist, this is to allow Cheswardine Parish Council to show duty of care and the speedy awareness of anything that needs attention drawn to any fault.

12 REPLACEMENT OF SIGNAGE ON PLAYING FIELDS
The new signs will and should have an Emergency Phone Number on them.  This was suggested to be the Clerk.
The signs needed to be done are (1) No dog fouling (2) CCTV (3) Children under the age of 12 years cannot use the play equipment and (4) Do not climb on the fence.

All the above numbered signs are to be incorporated into one sign; Cllr Faulkner is tasked to enquire about costs for the sign and for Cllr Faulkner to assess all the other signs for wear and tear, and to update this matter to all Cllrs and the Clerk.
       13 REPLACEMENT OF GATE STOPPER & GENERAL MAINTENANCE ISSUES
It was proposed by Cllr Stanley that this matter is undertaken by the soon to be appointed groundsman, this was seconded by Cllr Taylor.  It was PC/16/1617 RESOLVED to await the new groundsman to undertake the replacement gate stopper and general maintenance issues.
       14 BOWLING CLUB UPDATE
This is to be put on the agenda for September as an ongoing issue. In the meantime, Cllr Rushton will look into this matter.  

       15 STORAGE OF GROUNDSMAN EQUIPMENT
The sheds are going to be moved around to be better utilised with the former Surestart vacating their shed to allow greater storage.  However, there is some left over items in this shed, mainly play equipment which could be given to the local school. Cllr Stanley is to look into matter.
       16 STORAGE OF MINUTES
Cllr Stallard explained that the historic minutes are stored in the back room of the village hall, but the Council is seeking a more secure storage facility.  Cllrs Taylor and Stanley will liaise with each other to co-ordinate the collation of their own copies of historic minutes onto a memory stick.
The page numbering of the minutes was asked to be reinstated.

       17 TO KEEP RESOLUTIONS ON THE AGENDA UNTIL COMPLETED
It was proposed by Cllr Stanley to keep the outstanding resolutions on the agenda until completed.  This was seconded by Cllr Stallard.  It was PC/17/1617 RESOLVED to keep outstanding resolutions on the agenda until complete.
