1 Chairman’s welcome & announcements
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 The Chairman welcomed everyone to the September Meeting of the Parish Council, declaring it open at 7:29pm.  One resident attended the Meeting. Apologies were received from Cllr Savile. Cllr Rob Gittins attended the Meeting. 


2 Public participation – to receive representations on items on the agenda/of public interest
One member of the public attended the Meeting, who expressed interest in joining the Parish Council.

No declarations made or requests received. 

3 Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 17th July 2018
The Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting.  Cllr Taylor  proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Hodder, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.

4 Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)
Unitary Councillor’s 

Councillor Gittins gave an update on the CiL review being carried out by Shropshire Council, outlining its plans for future spend. In the region of £21m has now been collected into the CiL Local pot.  Shropshire Council aims to divide the monies into place plans areas for distribution, rather than into 167 different ‘area’ pots as happens currently.  The intention is to give Highways and education priority in spend allocation.  Shropshire Council can change certain aspects of the government policy regarding how money collected is spent. All decisions are currently Officer led, with no input from elected members.  The next LJC meeting will have CiL on the agenda for discussion. 
b)
Parish Councillors’ 

Future Fit update given outlining the planned reconfiguration of the hospitals and how health will be looked after in Shropshire, with critical care being dealt with in Shrewsbury. There is still a need to improve recruitment of senior level medical staff into Shropshire.   Councillors discussed a letter from Childs Ercall Parish Council to Shropshire Council complaining about recent rejection of applications to the CiL Local fund to support local infrastructure projects. Councillors agreed to support their neighbouring parish and agreed that Cllr Faulkner would draft a letter on behalf of Cheswardine Parish Council, supporting Childs Ercall, to be sent to Shropshire Council.

Parish Matters: 
a) Parish Hall 
Councillors reported that the Hall’s AGM will be next month when charging rates and so on will be reviewed. There is a GDPR meeting tomorrow.

b) Street Lights/General Maintenance and or Repairs:  to include

Recreation Field/Playground: To receive and consider annual playground inspection report and any issues 
highlighted ; Goal posts – to discuss/review
Cllr Hodder gave a report from the annual playground inspection report received.  The concrete pads 
are not yet in place.  Councillors agreed to inspect the report. All items are very low/low risk following recent upgrade projects now completed.  The goal posts were removed due to the poor condition and recommendation in the annual inspection in 2015 to remove them which deemed them to be unsafe, highlighting the Parish Council’s liability for health and safety of recreation ground users.  Councillors recalled that there has not been a club using the facilities for 5 years.  The posts can be collected by the resident who enquired after their whereabouts.

Maintenance contract/ Bins; Formal adoption of groundsman duties schedule; 
It was noted that the bins in the High Street have been emptied by the Shropshire Council maintenance contractor. 
The schedule for the groundsman was proposed for adoption by Cllr Thomson, seconded by Cllr Faulkner, all agreed. The Councillors agreed to go out to tender in January.  

The Clerk confirmed that the hedges had now been cut. This will be done again in February.

New safety mirrors have been installed. The recent reconfiguration of the junction is to stay as it is.  Any problems/near misses should be reported to the Highways Dept which has confirmed that the works were done in order to improve safety.
