Councillors discussed the CCTV system third party agreement which had been forwarded to the Hall BOM for signature.  Cllr Hodder raised some questions on behalf of the Hall BOM.  All requests to view the footage must be submitted to the Clerk in writing.  Councillors discussed subject access requests and agreed that this could be by email in order to speed up the process.  All requests and viewing will be recorded by the Council.  The Third Party Agreement forms part of the GDPR regulations and is non negotiable.  All requests to view must be legitimate reasons.  Cllr Hodder to attend the next meeting on 16th April and report back to the BOM.
