1 Chair’s welcome & announcements
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 Cllr Thomson chaired the Meeting having received apologies from Cllr Stallard.  Cllr Cox had also submitted apologies. Cllr Gittins attended the Meeting. Cllr Thomson opened the Meeting at 7:30pm welcoming everyone present to the July Meeting.

Cllr Faulkner proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Hodder, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.

5 Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes:

Unitary Councillor’s 
Cllr Gittins reported that Shropshire Council has been granted £3.8m from Central Government to improve the A529. Further details will be released in due course.  Cllr Gittins gave reports from meetings attended and asked for details of potholes requiring repairs.

Parish Councillors’ 

Cllr Faulkner gave a report from a planning briefing session he attended which concentrated upon neighbourhood planning.  The benefits of having a Neighbourhood Plan in place include an additional percentage of CiL money from any development.  Councillors discussed the concept of NPs and forward planning for community sustainability.
Cllr Thomson reported from the Chairmanship training session he attended, which he highly recommended.  It gave good advice about Councils formulating  long term plans to work towards such as determining and delivering future housing needs.  Councillors discussed the provision of local demographic information; the Clerk confirmed that local area profile information has been included on the PC website.
