Chairman’s welcome, announcements, apologies & public participation 
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The Chairman opened the Meeting and declared it open at 7:32pm.  No members of the public attended this meeting. 

Councillors noted the passing of HRH Prince Philip, the Duke of Edinburgh.  Suggestions were discussed as to how to send a message of condolence from the Parish. Cllr Taylor proposed signing an online book of condolence to relieve the burden of responding, seconded by Cllr Faulkner, all agreed.

Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Meeting held on  16th March 2021
Councillors confirmed receipt of the draft Minutes circulated for approval. Cllr Faulkner proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Stanton, all agreed. 

Approval of the Minutes of the Exraordinary Meeting held on 31st March 2021

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the Meeting. Cllr Taylor proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Thomson, all agreed.

Housekeeping 

a)
Allotments – Tenancy agreement – to review new agreement/ areas of discussion outstanding

Cllr Taylor queried a fence which is mentioned in the copy of the lease which has been forwarded however no map/.plan was attached. Clerk to request sight of the map/plan.  Cllr Taylor sgueeted that the Clerk suggests that the terms are agreed with the Allotment Society and once it is finalised the PC will sign it off. Action: Clerk to liaise and update in May.

Annual Meeting of the Parish Council – to agree arrangements

Councillors discussed the limitations of holding a face to face meeting with the current restrictions in place. The Clerk advised a decision will be made by end of April as to whether the ability to hold remote meetings will be extended.  If not, an in person meeting will be necessary. The rule of 6 inside will apply. The PC will be exempt as a business.  Cllr Taylor and Stanton to formulate a physical seating plan.

Parish Survey – to consider responses

The Clerk reported that 34 online responses have been received. A note of thanks to those who have responded has been put on the website.  The Clerk circulated a summary of responses via email.  Paper responses to be collected and summarised for the May meeting.

Strategic Objectives Plan – Councillors to discuss initial ideas & formulate a plan

The Clerk circulated examples of plans formulated by other local Councils as examples. Councillors discussed how best to approach undertaking a survey with short/medium and long term goals. Cllr Taylor suggested a grading system to give the survey structure. To take forward.

Grant procedure – to discuss inclusion of formal application form to compliment current process

The Clerk had circulated via email a funding request application form which she suggested could be used to support the current grant application process to ensure that applicants submitted all of the documents required.  She had noted that some recent applicants had had to be asked to supply documents/information they had omitted which had delayed the decision making process. Councillors agreed that they had no appetite to change the current process.

Cheswardine School 

Cllr Stanton reported one Governor vacancy.  The School will have 3 new pupils joining in the summer term.  The nursery is full. An Ofsted inspection was carried out in September and the report is due out on 23rd March 2021.

· Community Shop extension: update for info
Cllr Stanton reported that the lease is with the Solicitors.  The invoice has come in at £640. The lease will come to the Pairsh Council as Trustees of the Hall.  No progress on the planning application as yet although it has been submitted. Tenders going out to 3 builders.  They hope to have everything in place to proceed by July.  
· Replacement windows project - update
· The new windows have been installed and an application made for building regulation approval. Invoice to be settled by the Hall.

Street lighting – to enable Cllrs to raise any concerns/action needed

No matters were raised. A resident in Southfields has reported a light is coming on at 4:£0-4:45 in the evening. Councillors queried if the timer is out. To ascertain which light it is and call engineers.

Defibrillators 

No progress to report on Ellerton location.  A power supply is need for the Goldstone location (Wharf Tavern).  To take forward.   The neighbourhood money due in could be used to fund new defibrillators.  Cllr Taylor volunteered to monitor the defibs in Chipnall & Cheswardine. All recorded on the Circuit inc pad expiry dates. 
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d)
Playing fields /Playground: 

· To discuss/approve expenditure for new playground surface to support basketball hoop installation;
Councillors discussed the order for a basket ball hoop, bounce surface and matting under the slide. A further quote had been received to add an additional surface under the slide and main frame. The cost will increase from £2600 to £3890 + VAT.  Councillors discussed the pros and cons, noting that the annual inspection has never raised any concerns in relation to the current grassed surface.  Councillors agreed, as proposed by Cllr Stanton, seconded by Cllr Taylor, to proceed with the order as originally placed. Cllr Taylor to action.

Cllr Taylor confirmed that the bank reconciliation reconciled with the statements.  At year end   £4500 had been spent over the precept figure which was accounted for by the street lighting upgrade which cost £7k (the overspend has come out of reserves).  The Parish Council has incurred legal costs taking over the playing field from Fields in Trust.  £2k was allocated in the budget for elections; the invoice for the upcoming elections will be issued in April 2022.  It is not expected to be near the £2k budgeted for.  The Council has underspend on grants, and lighting costs have been £1600 not the £3500 allocated.
