Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council Meeting held on 22nd June 2021 at the Parish Hall, Cheswardine at 7:30pm

Chairman’s welcome, announcements, apologies & public participation 
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The  Chairman opened the Meeting welcoming everyone present.  Councillors welcomed Cllr Gittins.  There were no members of the public present.

Cllr Taylor disclosed a possible perceived interest in Planning application  21/02276/FUL and stated that he would not participate in the discussion.

Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Meeting held on  18th May 2021(Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1) )
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting. Cllr Thomson proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Stanton, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved.

Cllr Gittins raised a planning application which he has requested go to Committee for determination.  Councillors agreed that a Councillor would attend the Meeting to confirm the Parish Council’s concerns as agreed at the last Meeting. 
Cllr Gittins informed Councillors about the Parliamentary boundary review which may affect Cheswardine.  A new Parliamentary Ward could be created for Newport and Wellington which would include Cheswardine & Hodnet.  Cllr Gittins has put his views forward.

Regular playground inspections need doing on the playground equipment. Councillors to approach the same person to see if he would be willing to undertake this function. 
The Clerk informed Councillors that she had received a complaint that Hell Lane is very overgrown. Its maintenance is part of the Grounds Maintenance contract. Cllr Taylor to remind the Contractor to cut this area.

Cllr Taylor highlighted the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee on 2nd June 2022 for which the beacon should be lit.

Cheswardine School 

There is currently a vacancy for a Governor.  The nursery is full and there are currently 47 children in the School in Cheswardine, 119 in Hinstock.  The nursery has a ‘good’ Ofsted rating.

Parish Hall – Open day 19/6/21 – to discuss

Councillors reported a good turnout. All village groups put on stands. The new coffee house is open on a Monday and Friday.  Councillors send congratulations to the Hall Committee for the renovation work.

Adult gym equipment – to discuss feedback from other Parish Councils/ to discuss/agree purchase (LGA 1976 s19) & to consider/agree applying for a Severn Trent Wellbeing Grant
Councillors discussed feedback obtained from other parish councils which have purchased adult gym equipment.  The Councillors considered additional information obtained from Severn Trent regarding their funding. Cllr Thomson to investigate further and report back in July.

He reported that NS Wheelers could provide a 16 seater bus which may be adequate as a starting point for £3.50 each way. Bus pass users can travel free of charge.  Bennetts quoted £100 per day.  The PC could subsidise the cost of travel at £3 per seat. Councillors considered a trial service between September and Christmas.  The service would run between Souldley, Cheswardine and Chipnall to and from Market Drayton on a Wednesday.  Cllr Stanton was asked to finalise details and report back in July.
